New research from the National Council for Voluntary Organisations (NCVO) finds that small charities’ finances are under significant pressure. Small charities like ours are struggling to deal with the ever-increasing cost of living, and the impact of recent policy changes such as the increase in employers’ National Insurance Contributions (NICs).
64% of small charities say that over the last year their financial challenges have been driven by rising operational costs. More than half of small charities (53%) said that increased demand for services, without increased funding has also been a contributing factor.
In a troubling finding, almost half (49%) of all the charities who responded to the survey said that they would be financially at risk this year. This, coupled with 25% of small charities reporting low morale and rising stress levels, paints a difficult picture for organisations like ours.
